1. Introduction

 

MVP Sports Camps, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (”MVP Sports Camps” or “we” or “us” or “our”), respects your privacy and is committed to protecting it through our compliance with this policy and our Children’s Privacy Policy. 
This policy describes (1) the types of information we may collect from you or that you may provide when you visit the website at https://www.mvpsportscamps.com (our “Website”), communicate with us, or otherwise use the services we provide on the Website, applications, or other platforms (collectively, our “Services”), and (2) our practices for collecting, using, maintaining, protecting, and disclosing that information.

Specifically, this policy applies to information we collect:

• when you interact or engage with our Services in any way, for example, when you navigate through our Website, create an account, login to the Website, or utilize one of our athletic ability rating programs.
• in email, text, or other electronic messages between you and MVP Sports Camps.
It does not apply to information collected by:

• any third party, including through any application or content (including advertising) that may link to or be accessible from our Services.

3. Information We Collect About You and How We Collect It
 

We collect several types of information from and about users of our Services, including information:

• by which you may be personally identified, such as your name, user name or ID, email address, password, or any other identifier (which could include your IP address or device ID) by which you may be directly or indirectly identified (”personal information”); 
• that concerns you but individually does not directly or indirectly identify you, such as de-identified or aggregated data derived, in part, from information about you;
• about how you and other individuals access and/or use our Services; and/or
• about how you and other individuals interact with the electronic communications we send to you and others.
We collect this information:

• Directly from you when you provide it to us.

• Automatically and passively as you navigate through the Website or otherwise use our Services. Information collected automatically or passively may include usage details, IP addresses, and other information collected through cookies and other tracking technologies utilized by MVP Sports Camps and/or our third-party service providers and partners, as described in this Privacy Policy.

• Automatically and passively through web beacons, clear gifs, and other pixel tags used in electronic communications between you and MVP Sports Camps.

Such information may include personally identifiable information beyond the personal information you provide to us directly, or that we otherwise collect or have access to. 
Also, personal information once “de-identified” or aggregated is not subject to this Privacy Policy and we may treat it as non-personal information and use it without obligation to you except as prohibited by applicable law.

3.1. Information You Provide to Us Directly‌

The information we collect on, through, or in connection with our Services may include:

• Information that you provide by filling in forms in connection with our Services. This includes information provided at the time of registering to use our Services, logging in with your email credentials, purchasing an athletic rating plan, or requesting further services. We may also ask you for information when you report a problem with our Services.

• Records and copies of your correspondence (including email addresses), if you contact us.

• Information you provide when you create athletic profiles and statistics for yourself or a child and send those profiles to us.
• Any other information you provide directly on or through our Services.
Much of the information you provide directly to us in the form of athletic rating profiles will be published or displayed (hereinafter, "posted") on areas of the Services that are accessible to other plan subscribers and/or college recruiters and representatives (collectively, "User Contributions"). Your User Contributions are posted on and transmitted to others at your own risk. We cannot control the actions of other users of our Services with whom you may choose to share your User Contributions. Therefore, we cannot and do not guarantee that your User Contributions will not be viewed by unauthorized persons.
3.2. Information We Collect Through Automatic or Passive Data Collection Technologies

As you navigate through our Website and interact with our Services, we may use automatic or passive data collection technologies or third-party services (which in turn use certain automatic or passive data collection technologies) to collect certain information about you and other users of our Services, including information about your equipment, browsing actions, and patterns. 
The information we collect from you automatically or passively is de-identified or is aggregated with information collected from other users of our Services The de-identified and/or aggregated data we obtain automatically and passively, and have access to, consists of:
• Details of users’ visits to our Website and use of our Services, including traffic data, logs, referring website addresses, data/time of visits, page views, domain names, location data, conversion rates, active users, time spent on the Website, and other similar data about how and when you and others access and use our Services.

However, if you select this setting you may be unable to access certain parts of our Services. Unless you have adjusted your browser setting so that it will refuse cookies, our system will issue cookies when you direct your browser to our Website or otherwise use our Services.
• Web Beacons, Pixel Tags, and Similar Tracking Technologies. Our Services may contain and use small electronic files known as web beacons (also referred to as clear gifs, pixel tags, and single-pixel gifs) that permit MVP Sports Camps, for example, to count users who have visited pages of our Website or opened an email and to create website statistics (for example, recording the popularity of certain website content and verifying system and server integrity).
The third-party services that we use in connection with our Services include: 
• Aweber. Aweber allows us to manage and track our email campaigns. We send emails to our users and plan subscribers to inform them about new products and services, updates to our Services, and upcoming events and programs.
• Google Analytics. Google Analytics allows us to see how users are interacting with our Website and Services. Specifically, it provides us with aggregated data, such as how many users visit our Website over time, how long users stay on our Website, and what type of users visit our Website.
