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MVP Sports Camps, LLC’s Children’s Privacy Policy

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MVP Sports Camps, LLC (or “we” or “us” or “our”) is committed to protecting the privacy of children who use our Services (as defined in our General Privacy Policy, found here) and whose information we receive from parents, legal guardians, and caregivers. All information we receive regarding children under the age of 13 (“child” or “children”) is subject to our Children’s Privacy Policy, which is described below. 
Our Children’s Privacy Policy explains our information collection, disclosure, and parental consent practices with respect to information we receive about children, and is in accordance with the U.S. Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (“COPPA”). 1. Parental Consent
 

Before we collect or use any information about a child we require consent from that child’s parent, legal guardian, or caregiver. We obtain the required consent when the child’s parent, legal guardian, or caregiver creates an account on our Website and/or pays for one of our athletic rating plans. No one can access our database or provide information to us about a child unless the child’s parent, legal guardian, or caregiver provides us with explicit consent when signing up and paying for our Services.
Once consent is given, we collect, maintain, and use information about children in accordance with this policy, as set forth below. 
Parents, legal guardians, and caregivers can revoke consent with respect to the collection and use of information about their child at any time by sending an email to privacy@mvpsportscamps.com. The email must identify the child with enough information for us to comply with the request. Once consent is revoked, (a) all information we have about the child will be deleted (unless we are required to maintain certain information by law) and (b) access to our databases will be terminated immediately. Please note that plan subscription fees paid to us for access to our databases will not be refunded in the event consent is revoked.
2. The Information We Collect About Children
We collect several types of information from and about children in connection with our Services, including information:

• by which a child may be personally identified, such as the child’s name or any other identifier (which could include an IP address or device ID) by which the child may be directly or indirectly identified (”personal information”); 
• that concerns a child but individually does not directly or indirectly identify the child, such as de-identified or aggregated data derived, in part, from information about the child; and
• that concerns a child’s athletic ability and sports performance.
We collect this information:

• Directly from a child or a child’s parent, legal guardian, or caregiver when such information is provided to us, such as when information about a child is provided to us and then uploaded into our athletic rating databases.

• Automatically and passively as a child navigates through the Website or otherwise uses our Services. Information collected automatically or passively may include usage details, IP addresses, and other information collected through cookies and other tracking technologies utilized by MVP Sports Camps and/or our third-party service providers and partners, as described in our General Privacy Policy.
• Automatically and passively through web beacons, clear gifs, and other pixel tags used in electronic communications between a child, parent, legal guarding, or caregiver and MVP Sports Camps.
Note, however, that the third-party service providers and partners (identified in our General Privacy Policy) we use to automatically and passively collect this information may collect more information about a child than we have access to. Such information may include personally identifiable information beyond the personal information you provide to us directly, or that we otherwise collect or have access to. Please see our General Privacy Policy for links to our third-party partners to learn more about their data collection practices.
Also, personal information once “de-identified” or aggregated is not subject to this privacy policy and we may treat it as non-personal information and use it without obligation to you or your child except as prohibited by applicable law.
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3. How We Use Information About Children
We use information that we collect about children, including any personal information:

• To present our Services and their contents to the users of our Services.
• To provide you with information or services that you or your child request from us.
• To fulfill any other purpose for which the information is provided.
• To optimize and enhance your or your child’s experience with our Services.
• In any other way we may describe when you or your child provides the information.
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4. Disclosure of Information About Children
 

We may share, use, or disclose aggregated, de-identified, or generalized information about children, including all non-personal information, without restriction. 
We do not share or disclose a child’s personal information with third parties, except we may disclose such information as follows:
• To other paid subscribers of our Services and/or college recruiters and representatives.

• To contractors, service providers, and other third parties we use to support our business.
• To a buyer or other successor in the event of a merger, divestiture, restructuring, reorganization, dissolution, or other sale or transfer of some or all of MVP Sport Camps or one of its subsidiaries or affiliates’ assets, whether as a going concern or as part of bankruptcy, liquidation, or similar proceeding, in which personal information is among the assets transferred.
• For any other purpose disclosed by us when the information is provided.
We may also disclose a child’s personal information:

• To comply with any court order, law, or legal process, including to respond to any government or regulatory request.
• If we believe disclosure is necessary or appropriate to protect the rights, property, or safety of MVP Sports Camps, or our owners, employees, users, or others. ‌
5. Changes to Our Children’s Privacy Policy

 

We reserve the right to amend this privacy policy at any time, for any reason, without notice.
